What is an Emission Inventory?
Complete listing, by source, of air 

pollutant emissions

Covers a specific geographic area

Covers a specific period of time

Organized by type of data (e.g., point, 

area, mobile, biogenic)



What can Emission

Inventory tell you?

Where air pollution is 

emitted

How much is emitted from 

each source

What sources would be 

most effective to control



What can Emission Inventory

NOT tell you?

The distance that air pollutant emissions 

are transported

The amount of air pollution to which 

people are exposed

The health risk from

the air pollution
